The White River ranks as one of the best trout streams in the state and is a State designated "Natural River"

Michigan’s $10 billion a year tourist and recreation industry depends on conservation and protection of all waters of MI

Loophole in water law passed in Feb. 2006 allowing the diversion of water in less than 5.7 gallon containers to be shipped outside the Great Lakes Basin

Spring water pumping should not occur near springs that feed our rivers, wetlands, lakes, streams, and harm aquatic habitat
